MIDDLE ALIGNMENT

Strengths
• Avoids ramp crossings
• Good access to Naito and Waterfront

Park
• Most direct route across the river

Weaknesses
• Requires expensive new structure

to Water Ave and/or Belmont
viaduct

• Requires expensive structure to
Naito Parkway

• No access to Eastbank Esplanade
• Narrow path (11')
• Limited or no views

Staff Recommendation: NO
Several factors contribute to a "NO"
recommendation:
• Since a travel lane cannot be removed from

the bridge (see section on "Traffic Analysis"),
a middle path would not meet minimum
standards for a shared use path

• The cost of the structures may be prohibitive
• The left-side alignments on the surface

streets would be awkward for cyclists
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MIDDLE ALIGNMENT

To avoid ramp crossings, path
users would have to use the
circular ramp to stay on the
south side of the Morrison
Street viaduct.

Making the connection
along the Belmont viaduct
would require a new
structure here.

Middle alignment requires
left-side of street alignment
for path users.

There is no crosswalk here
to facilitate crossing
Grand Avenue.

The connection to Water
Avenue would require a new
structure here.
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
