NORTH SIDE ALIGNMENT

Strengths
• Uses the existing 5-foot sidewalk
• Provides good views from the bridge
• Connects to Grand Avenue

Weaknesses
• Does not connect to Eastbank

Esplanade
• Must cross (over or under) two

freeway ramps at a cost
exceeding project budget

• Grand Avenue Connections not
yet bicycle-friendly

Staff Recommendation: NO
The primary factor contributing to a “NO”
recommendation is the prohibitive cost of
constructing the freeway ramp crossings.

Providing a safe and attractive path on
the north side of the bridge would require
separating it from the two freeway ramps,
likely by building undercrossings. These
two undercrossings are a fatal flaw for the
proposed northside alignment because
their cost would far exceed the available
project budget of $1.5 million for
construction.
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
