Morrison Bridge Bike/Pedestrian Improvement Project

Pedestrian Survey Respondents:
Household Locations
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During the week of September 9, 2002, we distributed a 13-question survey to pedestrians

on and near the Morrison Bridge. People could also respond to an on-line survey form. \Xe
received 624 responses.

= Of the 624 respondents, 379 (61%) “sometimes” or “often” use the bridge

= 226 respondents (36%) “never” use the bridge

= [f the walkway were improved, then 78% who never use the bridge stated they would
walk across it

= |nconvenience and concerns about safety were the two main reasons pedestrians did not
walk across the Morrison Bridge

=  Almost one-half of respondents (45%) described the current sidewalks as “unsafe” for
pedestrians, primarily because of their narrowness

= G@Grand Avenue was the most popular access point to the bridge for east side pedestrians

= Naito Parkway (including the parking lot) was the most popular access point for west side
pedestrians

Respondents stated strong desires to also access the bridge from the Esplanade on the east
side, and Alder Street and Waterfront Park on the west.
